Australia, today’s feast calls us to reﬂect on the
paradoxical kingship of Christ. We are mwted
to ponder with awe and gratztud_e a kingship
unlike any other.

became kings or emperors as a result of their

military exploits. David was ac'c_l'ain_'n_ed king

by the tribes of Israel precisely on that basis.
His military prowess was seen to be a’sign of
God’s blessing upon him and his descendants.
