Today’s Gospel continues our reading from Mark and
describes what some believe was likely to have been a
typical day in Jesus’ ministry. Jesus and the disciples
that chose to follow him in last week’s Gospel arrive
at Capernaum, a small village on the Sea of Galilee.
Jesus teaches in the synagogue on the Sabbath. Mark
reports that the people respond to Jesus’ teaching
with astonishment, noting Jesus’ authority and
contrasting it with the scribes’. Early in Mark’s Gospel
we already find evidence of the tension that will
manifest itself fully in Jerusalem.
